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Hieroglyphic numbers
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1=stick

10=arch

100=coiled rope

1000=lotus flower

10,000=finger

100,000=frog (from the Nile)

1,000,000=man (reaching for heaven)

To make up the number 3,244, for example, you would need the following:  three “thousand” symbols, two “hundred” symbols, four “ten” symbols and four “one” symbols.  As a result, you would have three thousand, four hundred forty four (see below).
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
